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to bring in fresh fruit with seeds,
unprocessed vegetables and fresh meat.
You are also restricted to one bottle
each of spirits.

After provisioning, we sailed to Secret
Cove on the Sechelt Peninsula. Once
upon a time this anchorage might have
been a secret, but now the shores were
lined with houses and docks. It did
prove to be a nice quiet anchorage for
the night.

We up anchored at 8:30 and proceeded
to Desolation Sound, spending one
night anchored in Grace Harbor and
then on to Prideaux Haven for another
night this was a beautiful protected
anchorage with a view of the snow cov-
ered mountain peaks. We launched our
dinghy and explored the shore line,
finding the most incredible lilac-colored
starfish.
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The next day took us to Discovery
Harbor at Campbell River, Vancouver
Island off the Discovery Passage. We had
the opportunity to visit a Canadian
supermarket and liquor store and
dinned ashore for a change of pace.
From Campbell River we went to
Egmont, the last stop before Malibu
Rapids and Chatterbox Falls. Princess
Louisa Inlet, with Malibu Rapids at the
entrance and Chatterbox Falls at the
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The Brookings, Gentzlingers, Knalls and the Browns at Chatterbox Falls.

end of the 5 mile Inlet was the highlight
of the trip. Malibu Rapids are properly
named, the current through the S-turn
entrance, which can run at a maximum
of 9 knots. Yow entrance and exit has to
be timed for slack water or very near
slack since it is only about 50 yards
wide and only one boat can proceed at a
time.

The Inlet itself is magnificent, very nar-

row with Granite cliffs 5 to 8 thousand
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feet at water’s edge. The water is up to 1
thousand feet deep and quoting Earle
Stanley Gardner: "there is a calm tran-
quility which stretches from the smooth
surface of the reflecting waters straight
up into infinity. The deep calm of eter-
nal silence is only disturbed by the muf-

fled roar of throbbing waterfalls as they
plunge down from sheer cliffs. There is
no scenery in the world that can beat it.
Not that I've seen the rest of the world,
I don't need to. I've seen Princess
Louisa Inlet."

We spent the night at the free Canadian
Park dock at Chatterbox Falls after
exploring the area and taking photos at
the falls. The next day we returned to
Egmont where once again treated our-
selves to dinner ashore.

Pirates Cove Marine Park was our next
anchorage, then to Montague Harbor
where we picked up a mooring for the
night. This was our last night in
Canada.

Next day we went to Roche Harbor in
the San Juan Islands to spend the night
at the dock, clear US Customs and eat
in the restaurant ashore. In the morn-
ing we left Roche Harbor for
Bellingham, stopped for 385 gallons of
fuel and returned to our slip at North
West Explorations.

In summary, Brian Pemberton of North
West Explorations provided us with two
Grand Banks in excellent condition and
virtually trouble free and also provided a
lot of assistance in planning our trip.
We had a leisurely two weeks, covered
426 miles with 63 engine hours and
spent 7 nights at anchor and 6 nights at
dock.
